HIM. WE ARE OBEDIENT WHEN WE DO NOT 
TAKE OFFENSE OR OFFEND OTHERS, WHEN 
WE DO NOT JUDGE, CONDEMN, CRITICIZE 
AND RIDICULE OTHERS, WHEN WE FORGIVE 
OTHERS FREELY AND WITHOUT RESERVATION,
THE WAY GOD FORGIVES US.

UNFORGIVENESS AND JUDGEMENT OF 
OTHERS MAKES US SLAVE TO CONSTANTLY 
KEEP A RUNNING TAB OR REMEMBRANCE OF
THE FAULTS OF OTHERS, COUNTING AND
RECOUNTING THEIR WRONGS/ERRORS WHEN 
IN FACT WE COULD BE EMPLOYING THAT 
SAME EFFORT TO COUNT OUR BLESSINGS 
AND PRAISE GOD FOR THEM OR TO 
INTERCEDE AND PETITION GOD FOR THE 
BENEFIT OF OTHERS OR OURSELVES. 
UNFORGIVENESS IS DEBILITATING TO US 
AND RESTRICTING US SPIRITUALLY BECAUSE
WE ARE NOT OBEYING GOD. 

THINK ABOUT IT FOR A MOMENT, IF WE ARE 
NOT OBEYING GOD AND DOING HIS WORK, 
WHO ARE WE OBEYING AND WITH WHOM 
ARE WE COOPERATING?  CERTAINLY NOT GOD!

IN ALL OUR JUDGING, LET US FIRST JUDGE
OURSELVES, SO THAT WE MAY NOT BRING 
JUDGEMENT UPON OURSELVES.  WITH GOD 
THERE IS NO GRADATION OF SIN, SIN IS SIN. 
GOD IN HIS IMMENSE LOVE FOR US, HIS 
CREATION, SOUGHT A WAY TO REDEEM US 
UNTO HIM.  HE DID NOT SPARE HIS ONLY, 
BELOVED SON, BUT OFFERED JESUS TO BE 
THE ULTIMATE SACRIFICE BECAUSE ONLY 
HIS BLOOD CAN WASH AWAY ALL OUR SINS 
AND GIVE US AN ETERNITY WITH GOD THE 
FATHER, GOD THE SON AND GOD THE HOLY 
SPIRIT.
